The wearing of military medal ribbons is permissible only if they have been awarded for actual service
and must be of the correct wartime equivalent. Issued medals may be worn on specific occasions as laid
down by the unit commander.

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CODE OF CONDUCT

Like all organisations; we operate to a clear and defined code of conduct. By joining Blandford Boys you
agree to abide by this code. Failure to consistently breach the Code of Conduct will result in expulsion
from the unit.

Rules & Regulations

1) GENERAL

1.1) The group will promote and provide living history displays and provide a presence,
where ever possible, when requested, by Veteran Organisations and Associations.
1.2) The group will not have any political attachments.

2) MEMBERSHIP

2.1) The group will not discriminate against a persons race, religion, colour, sex or sexual
orientation.

2.2) The Unit Commander has the right to refuse any application for membership.

2.3) All members who do not renew their membership within the specified time, lose all
rights and will be removed from the nominal roll without further correspondence. In the
event of this happening; re-application will be required as a new member and previous
service with the unit shall not be taken into consideration when an application is made. The
Unit Commander reserves the right to refuse renewal without explanation.

2.4) Membership fee must be paid in one payment of £20.00 Sterling and by the designated
date. Members will be expected to pay (if applicable) any and all battle/training attendance
fees, jeep fuel costs or contributions as reasonably requested by the Unit Commander.
Members will be compulsorily required to join AFRA (All Fronts Re-enactment Association)
as a part of their application for membership or renewal.

3) GENERAL MEETINGS AND MEMBERSHIP CARDS

3.1) The General Meeting is held in January of each year and notice will be issued a
minimum of 28 days in advance.

3.2) Unit and AFRA identity cards must be carried at all times at events and presented upon
request.

3.3) The Unit Commander can refuse any members participation if a valid unit and AFRA
card cannot be shown.



4) CONDUCT OF MEMBERS

4.1) All members are expected to maintain the good name of the group and behave in a
civil manner at all times.

4.2) Trespassing on private property or the molesting of members of the public will not be
tolerated.

4.3) No member may undertake any project in the name of the group, represent it or
provide press/television interviews without the permission of the Unit Commander.
Members will direct all press and television reporters to the Unit Commander — without
exception.

4.4) Members who disregard any of the Rules and Regulations will be answerable to the
Unit Commander, who reserves the right to dismiss said member or members from the group
without explanation.

5) FIREARMS AND SAFETY

5.1) The Unit Commander will check all weapons (deactivated or otherwise) before any

display and they must be kept in a clean and safe condition. All certification pertaining a

members weapons will be carried at all times when at events. Weapons will at no time be left

un-attended or handed to members of the general public.

5.3) No illegal weapons will be allowed.

6) CAMPS & DISPLAYS

6.1) All members who are taking an active role, in the interest of safety, will be expected to
follow all orders issued by the Unit Commander.

6.2) All members will dress in correct uniform as laid down by the units uniform code and
in line with all dress orders issued by the Unit Commander.

6.3) On the day of an event, members are expected to wear uniform and change into it as
soon as reasonably possible after arriving at the event.

6.4) The Unit Commander will be in control whilst on site, from his arrival to departure and
members will be expected to obey all orders and instructions issued.

6.5) Any misbehaviour of members at events will be dealt with by the Unit Commander
who will decide what action to take whilst at the event and, dependent upon severity, may
impose a warning, fine or immediate dismissal.

7) FIELD ORGANISATION

7.1) Military rank will only have meaning at group events.

7.3) Al NCO's are expected to know the relevant drill and commands of the period and

instruct accordingly.

7.4) A member must complete a minimum of one full year with good conduct and

attendance before being considered for promotion.



8) ALCOHOL, DRUGS AND SMOKING

8.1) No member of the unit is to be under the influence of alcohol during the period of an
events opening hours.

8.2) No underage drinking will be tolerated at any time.

8.3) Smoking, whilst on duty, will only be permitted at the discretion of the Unit
Commanders. or NCO’

8.4) No member of the unit is to be under the influence of drugs at any time, except
prescription medication. Members will immediately have their membership terminated and
they will be removed from site if found to be under the influence of illegal substances. The
matter may also, potentially, be reported to the authorities.

9) AUTHENTIC IMPRESSION

9.1) During public access times, all members of the unit will be in authentic and correct
uniform as laid down by the dress regulations of the day and only authentic accoutrements
will be on display or visible. Identity Tags and Pay Book (AB64) will be worn and carried at
all times for the duration of the event. Only uniform and equipment approved by the Unit
Commander, is permitted to be worn.

9.2) All members of the unit will correctly and respectfully portray a British Airborne
soldier of ww2.

9.3) It is the responsibility of all members to learn their impression, character, role and the
history of those we portray.

9.4) Members are advised to seek advice from experienced and knowledgeable members.
9.5) The Unit Commander is responsible for policing authenticity.

10) GROOMING AND JEWELLERY

10.1) Haircuts will be of 1940's military style. Hair will be off the collar and will not touch
the ears. Moustaches are allowed but are to be trimmed to the corners of the mouth and are
not to extend past the edge of the upper lip. Absolutely NO beards are allowed.

10.2) Facial hair is not permitted at events. Unless the event brief or scenario requires.
10.3) If you wear eyeglasses, you are required to purchase an appropriate 1940's period set
of eyeglasses or wear contact lenses.

10.4) The only jewellery permitted, save an optional period identity wrist bracelet, will be a
period watch and a wedding band.
